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Steam Pump Ranch was established in the mid-1870s
by pioneer ranchers George Pusch and John Zellweger.
After Push’s death (1921), rancher Joseph Nickerson
purchased the property in 1925, but lostitin a
sheriff’s sale in 1931. Following several transactions
over the years, Jack Procter, manager of downtown
Tucson’s Pioneer Hotel, purchased the ranch in stages
between the years of 1939 and 1943. Upon Procter’s
death in 1972, ownership passed to his grandsons,
John and Henry Leiber.

In 2007, Steam Pump Ranch was acquired by the
Town of Oro Valley with Pima County bond funds.
