Fire Code Compliance Review Submittal Requirements

This document is provided to inform the applicant of some common fire code provisions
required by the Golder Ranch Fire Marshal. This document does not represent all fire code
amendments or modifications made by the jurisdiction and shall not be deemed to nullify any
provisions of local, state, or federal law, regulation, code, or requirement.

Subjects not Regulated by the Fire Code

Where not applicable standards or requirements are set forth in this code, or are contained within other
laws, codes, regulations, ordinances or bylaws adopted by the jurisdiction, compliance with applicable
standards of the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) or other nationally recognized fire safety
standards, as approved, shall be deemed as prima facie evidence of compliance with the intent of this
code. Nothing herein shall derogate from the authority of the fire code official to determine compliance
with codes or standards for those activities or installations within the fire code official’s jurisdiction or
responsibility.

Required Permits

Permits required by the IFC shall be obtained from the fire code official. Permit fees shall be paid prior to
issuance of the permit. Issued permits shall be kept on the premises designated therein at all times and
shall be readily available for inspection by the fire code official.

Submittals

Construction documents shall be submitted in one or more sets and in such form and detail as required
by the fire code official. The construction documents shall be prepared by a registered design
professional. The design of new fire protection systems shall be included in the building construction
document submittal or if approved as a deferred submittal. Deferred submittals are not permitted for
tenant improvements

Construction Documents Format and Content

Construction documents shall be drawn to scale upon suitable material. Electronic media documents are
allowed to be submitted when approved by the fire code official. Construction documents shall be of
sufficient clarity to indicate the location, nature and extent of the work proposed and show in detail that it
will conform to the provisions of this code and relevant laws, ordinances, rules and regulations as
determined by the fire code official.

Applicant Responsibility

It shall be the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that the construction documents include all of the
fire protection requirements and the shop drawings are complete and in compliance with the applicable
codes and standards.

Approved Documents

Construction documents approved by the fire code official are approved with the intent that such
construction documents comply in all respects with this code. Review and approval by the fire code
official shall not relieve the applicant of the responsibility of compliance with this code.

Corrected Documents

Construction and system installations shall be in accordance with the approved construction documents.
Where field conditions necessitate any substantial change from the approved construction documents,
the fire code official shall have the authority to require the corrected construction documents to be
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submitted for re-approval. The fire code official shall determine the level of changes for the specific
project. Minor changes can be hand drawn on a copy of the original approved construction documents.
Major changes shall be re-drafted. A minimum of three sets of corrected plans shall be submitted for
approval. As-built corrected construction documents shall be submitted prior to Certificate of Occupancy
issuance.

Electronic Construction Documents

A full set of approved construction documents, including any as-built construction documents, shall be
provided as an electronic file. The electronic file shall be a Portable Document Format (PDF) and stored
on a CD-ROM disk. Electronic construction documents shall be submitted prior to Certificate of
Occupancy issuance.

Fire Code Compliance Review Completion Timeline

The fire code compliance review for new commercial buildings and tenant improvements will be
completed and review comments transmitted within 25 calendar days™ of Golder Ranch Fire District
receiving the permit documents, 90% of the time.

Tenant improvements, excluding A, E, & | occupancies, with minor changes and no additions to fire
protection systems will be completed and review comments transmitted within 12 calendar days
(excluding recognized holidays) of Golder Ranch Fire District receiving the permit documents, 90% of the
time.

Single family dwelling fire protection systems will be completed and review comments transmitted within
12 calendar days of Golder Ranch Fire District receiving the permit documents, 90% of the time.

Other operational or construction permit reviews will be completed and review comments transmitted
within 25 calendar days of Golder Ranch Fire District receiving the permit documents, 90% of the time.

Expedited Plan Review Level 2

The fire code compliance review will be completed and review comments transmitted within five
business days of Golder Ranch Fire District receiving the permit documents. Expedited reviews are
conducted when there is available time and staffing to do so. The base fee for the expedited fire code review is
$400 plus $75/hour, two hour minimum. The base fee includes two fire code reviews per permit.
Additional reviews beyond two, revisions to an approved permit, and deferred fire protection system
submittals require an additional base fee (expedited fees are in addition to regular permit fees).

Expedited Plan Review Level 3

The fire code compliance review will be completed and review comments transmitted within three
business days of Golder Ranch Fire District receiving the permit documents. Expedited reviews are
conducted when there is available time and staffing to do so. The base fee for the expedited fire code review is
$800 plus $75/hour, two hour minimum. The base fee includes two fire code reviews per permit.
Additional reviews beyond two, revisions to an approved permit, and deferred fire protection system
submittals require an additional base fee (expedited fees are in addition to regular permit fees).

The request for an expedited fire code review shall be made in writing, state expedited level 2 or
expedited level 3, and accompany the permit documents. GRFD may not be able to accommodate all
expedited review requests. Staff availability and workloads may affect review times; however, review
fees will reflect the actual review levels. Plans received after 1300 hours will be dated as received on
the following business day (excluding recognized holidays).
