
 

 
Three burglary suspects arrested in Oro Valley 
 

Oro Valley, Arizona (November 19, 2014)-On November 14, 2014, Oro Valley Police Department 
(OVPD) patrol officers responded to an Oro Valley home in reference to a burglary.  The victim 
reported over $20,000 worth of items stolen.  OVPD patrol conducted a canvass of the area and 
were able to identify two suspicious vehicles in the area at the time of the burglary.  
 
The investigation was turned over to the Criminal Investigations Unit (CIU) and the Community 
Action Team (CAT). They were able to locate the suspect’s vehicle in the area of the Tucson 
Mall.  Contact was made with two suspects in the vehicle and they both admitted to committing 
the burglary in Oro Valley.  The investigation led CIU and CAT to a home on Ft. Lowell where a 
third suspect was arrested.  A search warrant was executed at this home and a large amount of 
stolen items were recovered.   
 
The suspects arrested and charges are as follows: 
Scott Davenport Jr. - 19 year-old male, one count of 2nd degree burglary (F3) and trafficking in 
stolen property (F2) 
Gabriel Cordova- 19 year-old male, one count of 2nd degree burglary (F3) and trafficking in 
stolen property (F2) 
Alex Hurtado-19 year-old male, one count of 2nd degree burglary (F3) and trafficking in stolen 
property (F2) 
 
OVPD is currently working with the Pima County Sheriff’s Department to identify the owners of 
the stolen items.  The investigation is ongoing and we are seeking the public’s assistance.  If you 
know of any additional information involving these three suspects please contact Det.
